News from All Saints Catholic Academy - 
Your Parish School 

The third graders at All Saints are studying how people work together to form a Christian community. With 
this, we are learning how different cultures come together to form a peaceful world.  Building Christian 
community provides opportunities for our children to put the Gospel into practice in their daily lives. 
 
The children have been working on identifying the author’s purpose for writing - is it for entertaining or 
informational purposes?  We can read a passage and determine if the story is fiction or fantasy.  Along with 
this information, we have studied the elements of a story: characters, setting, problem, and solution. In order to 
answer questions on the story elements, the children demonstrate the understanding of the text, referring 
explicitly to it as the basis for their answers. 
 
In Social Studies, we are learning that people have the same basic human needs, no matter where they live. 
When we work together a community can thrive. We discussed the need for material well-being as one of the 
reasons people form communities.  We also compared the different culture groups in different communities 
which included their food, clothing, and customs. Communities give us a sense of security by following rules 
and laws.  
 
We discussed that a person can use the Scientific Method to solve any problem by following the five steps. It 
doesn’t only have to be about science. We are working on reciting and explaining the 5 steps of the Scientific 
Method. We will introduce the steps in the water cycle, which will help us to understand why it is called a 
cycle. 
 
Teachers, parents, and students are working hard to make third grade an awesome experience!

SICK AND HOMEBOUND:  Contact the Par ish Office 
if you would like Communion, or if we can help you in 
any way. 
 
PRAYER REQUESTS:  When a family member  is 
sick, having surgery, etc., you may call the Parish Office to 
put them on the petitions for the weekend.  We will keep 
them on for 2 weeks.  If you wish for them to remain on 
the petitions you must call every 2 weeks. 
 
HOSPITAL VISITS:  When you are in the hospital and 
want someone from St. Elizabeth Seton to visit you, please 
let us know by calling the Parish Office.  Due to privacy 
policies, we will not be notified by the hospital if you have 
been admitted - it is the responsibility of the patient or 
family to notify the parish. 
 
LOW GLUTEN HOSTS:  Those in need of receiving 
low-gluten hosts at Communion are invited to meet the 
Deacon of the Mass at the credence table located behind 
the right side of the reredos (wooden structure behind the 
altar) toward the end of the distribution of Communion.   
 
REPORTING SEXUAL ABUSE: Anyone with reason 
to believe that a child has been abused or is being abused 
should report their suspicions to civil authorities.  Contact: 
Illinois Department of Children and Family Services: 1-
800-25ABUSE (1-800-252-2873) or local police. The 
Diocese of Joliet Victim Assistance Coordinator is 
available to help victims/survivors of child sexual abuse by 
a cleric, employee or volunteer of the Catholic 
Church.  The Victim Assistance Coordinator will report to 
Bishop Conlon and coordinate efforts of pastoral support 
and outreach to assist in the healing process.  The Victim 
Assistance Coordinator can also assist in making a report 
to civil authorities.
